Within Upton we believe that pupils learn best if they
enjoy school and their daily lessons. The corner-stones
of learning - English and Maths - are taught every
morning and also integrated within all subjects so pupils
can have as many opportunities as possible to develop
these key skills. PE, ICT and Music are taught by
subject-specialist staff, while Science, DT, Arft,
History, and Geography come under the umbrella of
overarching topics, so pupils have a theme that connects
their learning and makes it more relevant to them.

All subjects are adapted to suit the different learning
styles and abilities of our pupils and regular
communication with parents helps ensure a joint focus
on learning. Parents are regularly invited into the
school to view their child's work or see them perform.
