Triceratops

· Name:  Triceratops                                             Lived:    70 million years ago
· Found:    North America 
· Length:   9 metres [30 ft]
· Diet:        plants
· Habitat:   Open woodland 


1. The Triceratops was roaming the Earth thousands of years ago and they were best known for their three horns that were on their face. It also had a bulky body, short tail and legs with hooved feet. It weighed around ten tonnes and the jaw of a Triceratops was a large and bony beak. There were no teeth in its beak, but many small chewing teeth were packed into the side of its strong jaw.
2. The Triceratops was an herbivore [plant eater].  It ate low-growing vegetation which it bit through its beak. Its chewing teeth cut the plant material into smaller pieces before being swallowed. Worn teeth shed and new ones grow in their place. 
3. Triceratops was a group animal that probably lived in vast herds of hundreds even thousands strong. For protection from predators the young, the weak and the old may have travelled in the centre of the herd, while stronger animals kept guard on the flanks. In an attack by carnivores, a family of Triceratops protect their vulnerable young by moving them behind the adults of the group. The adults butt their attackers with their skin piercing horns.
4. They became extinctic 66 million years ago about three million years after the dinosaurs first appeared. A 7.5-mile-wide asteroid slammed into Mexico Yucatan Peninsula subsequently environmental catastrophe killed of more than three quarters of all species on the planet, including Triceratops and its fellow native dinosaurs.
