Adult shark:

Oviparity: some sharks lay eggs, which protected in a egg case.
Viviparity- This describes baby sharks that live in their mother until they are ready to be born. they are born alive and fully developed. The hammerhead shark's life starts like that.
Ovoviviparity- Most sharks lay eggs that hatch inside of their mother's stomach! Once fully developed they are born. Great white's life starts like this.
