Trip to Ramsgate Tunnels: 

During our study of WWII, we thought it would be a great opportunity to take the children to the 

Ramsgate Tunnels. They will be able to take a guided tour through the UK’s largest network of civilian 

wartime tunnels. Our tour will start with a short film showing a 150-year-old Victorian Railway Tunnel 

before we head off into purpose-built air-raid precaution tunnels under the town of Ramsgate. 

Children will also: 

o Hear about the “Mad Mayor” who saved the town 

o Discover how the tunnels were built 

o See where a town below the town evolved 

o Listen to stories of life underground 

 
We will eat before we leave and will be leaving school at around 12.30pm (via coach) and as the tours 
are up to 1.25km and will last for approximately 1 hour 30 minutes. We will arrive back at school for a 
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normal school finish (traffic depending).  During our tour we will be accompanied by a guide 
throughout. Hard hats must be worn and personal lighting must be carried in the Air Raid Tunnels. 
These will be provided at the start of our tour. 

 

Children should have trainers in school for the afternoon as sensible footwear is recommended.

  We will return to school at 4:00 pm, children can be collected from 
the playground. If there are any extended delays a message will be 
sent via the MCAS app/email.  

 They will need to bring a packed lunch and drinks (preferably 
water) which are sufficient for the day in a rucksack. 

  Children who receive free school meals will be provided with a 
packed lunch by the school kitchen.
