On dark
paper cut out a scene/image, Q

glue it inside a jar/clear
bottle and then pop a light
inside to see a wonderful
effect.

Write a newspaper report to announce that
war has ended in 1945. You should
research some historical information to
make your report authentic.

As part of your learning around WW2,
listen to the famous wartime songs by Dame
Vera Lynn: We'll Meet Again and White
Cliffs of Dover. Write your own song of
hope about the times we are living in now.
It could be sung or rapped. But it must be a
song of about hope and looking to the
future.
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
